This term, we will be revising our Phase 3 sounds

in Phonics. This includes reading and writing
short sentences and practising our common
exception words. Please see your child’s Sound
Book to check our revised sounds for the week
and see Miss Webb’s past videos on Dojo for
how to pronounce them.

Our topic at the moment is Animals. Every 2
weeks we will be learning about a new story
with different types of animal characters.
