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As authors this term, we will be reading

Scientists
As scientists this term we will be
investigating Magnetism.

We will also discover and
understand that a magnet can pull
or push another magnet depending
on the north pole and the south
pole.

We will investigate the uses of
magnets and classify magnetic and
non—magnetic materials.

Forest School
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In Term 4 we will be having Forest School sessions
every Thursday afternoon.

Phonics
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As readers and writers this term, we
will be recapping all our Phase 5a
phonemes and graphemes.

At home learning

Please listen to your child read at home 5 times per
week. This is the most important thing you can do to
support learning at this age.

Just 5 minutes per day makes a big difference.

Ask us to identify the sounds in the words — we love
to show off our new phonics and reading skills!

At school will be regularly checking if your child has
been reading and will change home reading books
when appropriate. Enjoy reading together!
